2. Local Rule 9014-1(e) restricts the 36™ District Court’s Reply to the Objection to
five pages. E.D. Mich. LBR 9014-1(e).

3. The 36™ District Court submits that it requires more than five pages to

meaningfully respond to the issues raised in the Objection. Accordingly, the 36™ District Court

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respectfully requests that it be granted relief from Local Bankruptcy Rule 9014-1(e) and

permitted to file its Reply in excess of the page limitation.

order substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 1, granting the relief sought herein; and

(ii) grant such other and further relief to the 36™ District Court as the Court deems just.
